South Park 17 pallets were 
stacked with 10,420 pounds of 
bread and baked goods which 
is the equivalent of 8683 
meals.

¶ Pride Breakfast: Delia will reserve Saturday morning, 
June 27 at the Central Lutheran Church Hall for this 
year's annual breakfast. Alan will print tickets, enve-
lopes, and letters in April and stuffing envelopes will 
occur at the next board meeting in early May.  Food 
Lifeline was again designated as a beneficiary.  Dis-
cussion followed on designating a homeless youth 
charity.  Paula to contact Mary of CareTeams on their 
status. The board to investigate additional organiza-
tions serving homeless youth such as Youth Care of 
the Orion Center and a St. Joe's Parish outreach to 
homeless youth. 

¶ First Quarter Brunch: The Varsity Inn located in Wall-
ingford was again selected for this year's first quarter-
ly brunch.  The board selected February 1 at around 
noon.  Alan will check with a few of the regular at-
tendees to select an optimal time. 

¶ Second Quarter Brunch:  McMenamins that has con-
tinued to support the Pride Breakfast was selected for 
the second brunch venue.  Board members will com-
municate by email to select an optimal date and time. 

¶ Summer Picnic:  Board members to communicate by 
email to select dates and times.  Alan will contact Se-
attle Parks and Recreation once preferred and alter-
nate dates are proposed. 

¶ The next Food Lifeline volunteer evening is scheduled 
for Thursday evening, February 6th.
